REGULATION TITLE AND NUMBER: Health Service 2.008

SUMMARY OF REGULATION: This Regulation is being revised to update information
regarding the health fee assessment and to clarify use of clinic and counseling services; during
summer sessions if not enrolled, upon graduation and during a short-term (one semester) stop out
from enrollment. The revisions also remove language that is operational regarding charges that
will change with implementation of the new health insurance requirement.

2.008 Health Service.

(1) A Student Health Fee shall be is-autematically-assessed on a —per— credit hour basis-at-the-time-of
registration-along with the tuition and-collected ferom each regwlarhy-enrolled student.

(2) The health fee paid each semester entitles the student to access services from the Student Health
Services medlcal cllnlc and the Offlce of Counsellnq Serwces A student is requwed to present attend-the

D—ldentlflcatlon card to receive services.i s—FeqH#ed—

(3) A student who is enrolled in an online academic program shall not be charged a Student Health Fee.
However, the student will not have access to campus-based clinical and counseling services.

(43) Students not enrolled for a single semester (e.q., summer term or the semester immediately
following graduation) may be eligible for services upon payment of aa health fee. This service is
intended to facilitate continuity of care while a student is temporarily not enrolled or transitioning to a
community provider.
