Florida A&M University (FAMU) announces that Professional Services in the discipline of Construction management will be required for the Campus CHW Infrastructure Project – North. The selected firm will provide for the referenced project blanket professional liability insurance in the range amount of $1,000,000.00 and will be provided as a part of Basic Services. A brief description of the project is as follows:
PROJECT SCOPE:
1. North Loop Infrastructure:  The Underground Chilled Water Piping will be extended from the existing CHW Vault at SBI West to the CHW Vault at New Pharmacy (Northwest side).  The route for this pipe will extend North from the existing SBI Vault and then extend East to a new vault on the Northeast side of SBI. The pipe will then continue East to a new Vault near the existing Lucy Moten chiller yard. The pipe will then jog Northeast and cross South Martin Luther King Jr. Blvd. and connect inside the existing Vault at the New Pharmacy.  Partial demolition of existing underground chilled water pipe between the existing SBI West Vault to Banneker is also included. 

(5) new 4” PVC conduits will follow the new chilled water piping. New communications manholes will be placed at spaced intervals and junction connections for conduit extensions into buildings. Fiber optic cables will be provided as necessary for BAS communications through the Controls Contractor.


Temporary fencing will be required around all work areas.


This Scope of Work will also require Civil work at South MLK Blvd, the asphalt service road at SBI North, the asphalt service road at Lucy Moten, multiple sidewalks, re-sodding, erosion control, and permitting for road crossing. 

2. SBI South Building Connection:  The existing temporary above ground piping from the existing Vault at SBI West to the building connection will be demolished. The existing Cooling Tower and associated piping and electrical will be demolished. New underground chilled water piping and communication conduit will be extended from the existing CHW Vault at SBI West to the existing cooling tower location. New tertiary pumps, valve trains, variable speed drives and electrical for pumps will be installed. BAS controls will be extended to new pumps, drives, and a differential pressure sensor(s) will be added. The new pipe will then continue into the building and up to the roof. The pipes will traverse the roof and connect to existing piping inside the penthouse. There will be minor demolition scope inside the penthouse. Isolation valves will need to be added in 4 locations inside the building on the Ground, 1st, 2nd, and 3rd floors. Existing 3-way AHU valves inside the building will require minor modification. 

Existing temporary piping may remain in place until new pipe is installed, however a building shutdown will be required when disconnecting/reconnecting pipe at the Vault.  New electrical feeders and drives will be provided for new pumps.


Temporary fencing will be required around all work areas.

This Scope of Work will also require Civil work at the asphalt parking lot at SBI South, concrete at the existing Cooling Tower location, re-sodding and erosion control. 

This Scope of Work will also require Roofing work to support pipes across the existing roof. 


Contactors shall maintain building egress at all times.

SBI East Building Connection:  New underground chilled water pipe and communication conduit will extend from the new Vault at the Northeast side of SBI to the existing outdoor chiller location. The new pipe will connect to the existing pipe underground. The existing pumps will be reused, and new variable speed drives and electrical to drives will be installed. BAS controls will be extended to new drives and differential pressure sensor(s) will be added. A building shutdown will be required when disconnecting/reconnecting pipe at the existing chiller location. 


Contractor shall relocate existing chiller to Owner directed location.


Temporary fencing will be required around all work areas.

This Scope of Work will also require Civil work at the asphalt parking lot at SBI East, concrete at the existing Chiller location, sidewalk modifications, re-sodding, and erosion control.  

Contactors shall maintain building egress at all times.

4. 
Lucy Moten Building Connection: New underground chilled water pipe and communication conduit will extend from the new Vault North of Lucy Moten to the existing underground piping and connect below ground. New pumps and variable speed drives will be installed in Lucy Moten’s basement mechanical room. Existing heating hot water pump variable speed drives will be relocated. A new Fan Coil Unit shall be installed in the basement for cooling the variable speed drives. BAS controls will be extended to new drives and differential pressure sensor(s) will be added. A building shutdown will be required when disconnecting/reconnecting pipe at the existing chiller.  

Existing chiller, pumps, expansion tank, air separator, and concrete pad shall be demolished and sodded.


Temporary fencing will be required around all work areas.


This Scope of Work will also require Civil work at the asphalt service road, concrete culvert along the service drive where new utilities cross the culvert, re-sodding, and erosion control. Plans and specs can be retrieved at S&S Docs

Proposals must not exceed 40 pages, including the Construction Manager Qualifications Supplement and letter of application. Pages must be numbered consecutively. Submittals that do not comply with these requirements or do not include the requested data will not be considered. No submittal material will be returned.
All applicants must be licensed to practice as general contractors in the State of Florida at the time of application. Corporations must be registered to operate in the State of Florida by the Department of State, Division of Corporations, at the time of application. As required by Section 287.133, Florida Statutes, a Construction Management firm may not submit a proposal for this project if it is on the convicted vendor list for a public entity crime committed within the past 36 months. The selected Construction Management firm must warrant that it will neither utilize the services of, nor contract with, any supplier, subcontractor, or consultant in excess of $35,000.00 in connection with this project for a period of 36 months from the date of their being placed on the convicted vendor list.
